SEN and Disability Act 2001Enforceable civil rights

Don't treat disabled pupils less favourably 
without justification

Take reasonable steps to ensure disabled 
pupils not at a substantial disadvantage

Plan strategically

Improve physical environment

Increase participation in curriculum

given

Code of Practice will be issued

Parent Partnership Services

PoPPS

Must provide with full information

Can be an emotive issue

ParentsMust ensure their children receive 
full-time education

LEAs

Pupils must be educated in accordance to 
parents' wishes

If not unreasonably expensive

If compatible with reasonable instruction

Ensure sufficient schools available
Also with regard to SEN provision

Also taking into account parental preferences

Maintain statements

Governing bodiesMust do their best to ensure school meets 
needs

Secretary of StateCan intervene if LEA or school not fulfilling 
duties

Individual needs of the child must be taken 
into account

School cannot refuse a student because 
unable to cater for their needs

Must be considered under normal admissions 
procedures

Can be in special school without statement if

Admitted to special school for purposes of 
assessment

Child's circumstances have changed

In hospital

Mainstream education can only be refused 
outright

Child has statement AND

Parents wish special school

Or would interfere with efficient education of 
OTHER children
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
